Donalee: (13:19) what about students who don't want to buy the textbook?does IU's model require them to pay regardless?

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:23) Faculty at Berkeley are resistant about requiring students to buy texts

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:23) it goes against the 'culture'

HLFuller - CCV: (13:23) What happens to the student who drops the course? Does s/he get any of the fee back?

Kelvin Bentley: (13:23) See http://etexts.iu.edu/faq/index.php for more questions about IU students and the fee

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:24) i tend to agree with what brad is saying about not worrying so much about fringe cases

Patty: (13:24) Do you require a faculty member or dept to adopt the textbook for a certain guaranteed number of semesters?

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:24) but resistance still exists

Samantha Johnson: (13:24) To provide books to students with disabilities we usually need a electronic format that is flexible with the Accessible softwares (i.e. Kurzweil, JAWS,...) should publishers then be required to provide ebooks that can work with these softwares?

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:24) @matt: yes it uses LTI

Kelvin Bentley: (13:24) @Brad: How long do IU students have access to their etextbooks?

Linda O'Brien: (13:25) I Australia we can't mandate textbook charges for publicly funded students - hence the importance of the library. I wonder if theAppstore model isn't a better one for e-textbook sales into the future

Caryn Neiswender: (13:25) has anyone used FlatWorld Knowledge? http://www.flatworldknowledge.com/ ? The platform seems to provide flexibility for students (although limited titles at this point)...

John Mark Ockerbloom: (13:25) So this is essentially a way to negotiate changes in economic power relations?E-textbokos by their nature tend to shift power away from students to publishers.This is essentiallly trying to shift power to the instititution.Though I could see some potential failure modes.

Jennifer Dekker: (13:25) so no DRM?

Greg Grossmeier (CC): (13:25) Cary

Sean Andrews: (13:26) How could this be leveraged on a smaller campus wth fewer resources - both the number of students for whom you are negotiating and the number of people able to do the negotiating

Kelvin Bentley: (13:26) @Brad: Thanks. Do you have a sense that the publishers you negotiated with will offer a similar deal on access to the etextbooks as long as a student remains a current student at an institution?

Andrew Petto: (13:26) We are also negotiating with McGraw-Hill Higher Ed for a subscription-based ongoing access to some of the electronic resources used in the course. As is, their initial access is good for 12-24 months, depending on the product..

Greg Grossmeier (CC): (13:26) Caryn: Flatworld is a great choice, especially given that the material is licensed under an Open License which allows the profs and students to really engage with the material and do remixes/modifications legally.

David Wellspring: (13:26) we can't see the powerpoint

Dave: (13:27) I used a FlatWorld text last semester...students seemed to like reading the book online.

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:27) there is courseload now

David Kampmann- Southeast Technical Institute: (13:27) How does this work with interactive etexts

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:27) but not accessible

Jarret Cummings, EDUCAUSE: (13:27) @Samantha: Under the Americans with Disabilities Act and the Rehab Act of 1974, the materials required for the course would need to be accessible or a reasonable accommodation that provides essentially equivalent access would be necessary.

John Mark Ockerbloom: (13:27) (In particular, publishers might have incentives to offer generous deals at the beginning to push shift to e-, where they have more power generally. Once the shift is there, they're likely to try to exercise more of that power themselves.

Abbie Luoma: (13:27) Have you heard from Active Military Students that they have issues accessing these eTexts on Military issued computers?

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:27) @david: it uses other software to enable learning activities

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:27) but doesn't yet integrate corectly with the sakai gradebook or assignments tool for instance

Bryan Pearce: (13:28) Doesn't this solution take away student choices in the interest of enriching publishers , where the pricing issues originated, and helping them eliminate the used book market?If course books are readopted, students have the ability to acquire the used books ata NET cost of between 10% and 25% of the new book price, depending on the retailers' pricing strategy. Also, how does this solution address different levels of technological proficiency, the cost and variety of devices and technology obsolescence issues?

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:28) they say they are working on this

Marcie: (13:28) what about Apples latest announcement with $14.99 etextbooks?

Jill McKinstry: (13:28) What about time on task.Studies show that students read less online than in print?

MN: (13:28) John -- exactly my concern expressed earlier about institutional licensing models.

Gary Bertrand: (13:28) @Marcie - apple's $14.99 was only for k12, not higher ed

Gary Rodman: (13:28) Is $25 really significant given the average price of a textbook?

Susan 2: (13:29) what e-readers are compatible with "courseload"?

George Strohm: (13:29) 4 course would be a saving of $100

Marcie: (13:29) Apple Rep said it would include Higher Ed too

MN: (13:29) Bryan -- yes -- also risks taking away faculty choice.You raise several other good concerns too.

Andrew Petto: (13:29) We are using classroom salon, requiring that students tag and annotate the text that they read online. This means that they are engaged with the rext (can't prove they are reading, of course), but I also use the tags to see the parts of the chapter that are troubling the students most.

Matt Cydzik - University of Notre Dame: (13:29) Many courses require more than one textbook..

Richard: (13:29) How does this help learning disabled students

Betsy: (13:29) How does your bookstore feel about this deal?

Bryan Pearce: (13:30) How is Barnes & Noble College Stores, which operates the IU college stores and pays rent based on sales to IU, reacting to this initiative?As with other college stores, they offer new, used, rental and digital choices to IU students.

Greg Grossmeier (CC): (13:30) Remember, Apple's offering only works if your students all have iDevices and the content can not be legally transferred to any other device/platform.

MN: (13:30) Jill -- our studies show that students use print and digital differently -- often print to read from and digital to study from.

Maureen: (13:30) I'm concerned about not being able to keep the book after the course is over.When textbooks "expire" they lose something they've paid for.

Gary Bertrand: (13:30) What are some comments by your students/student leaders in reaction to the platform? Would you personally reccomend it?

Samantha Johnson: (13:30) Thanks Jarret. I am wondering how far would be considered reasonable. Providing an "enhanced" etext or a etext that can be edited into or provided in the desired accessible softward.

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:31) courseload also allows you to print pages fyi

Sage Adams (UCB): (13:31) 50 pages at a time

Gerry Bergtrom, UW-Milwaukee: (13:31) Does the $25 savings over e-texts purchased outside of the IU system apply when an instructor wants the bundled interactive learning ancillaries?

Sue Korek: (13:31) Do you have reaction of students use of CoruseLoad on a digital tablet?

MN: (13:32) What are the other financial impacts -- Not just lost revenue store-wise.How about loss revenue to the state in sales tax (for many states textboooks are not tax exempt).

Samantha Johnson: (13:35) @Jarret. Thanks. One more question! Does this mean publishers will be determining etext accommodations similar to University counselors? Or in these cases they will refer to University counselors?

Bryan Pearce: (13:36) How do IU students feel about the degree of visibility faculty members have to their use of the Courseload materials, study habits, etc. (big brother stuff)?Do they even know about this degree of visibility?

The question for institutions in making purchasing decisions will be whether the resource being offered is sufficiently accessible to meet the likely needs, and how big the gap is likely to be between that and the ability to find reasonable accommodations for other use cases.
