Malcolm Brown:It's the perenniel question: keep the mobile devices out or not

Malcolm Brown:SF 1906 quake

Mark Werner - CU Boulder:The tension between embracing devices in the classroom vs. keeping them out of the classroom.

Malcolm Brown:the UK result suggests you can't keep them out

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:not having enough staff and training resources to convey best practices to faculty and students

Mary Gohsman Univ of Mi:many different OS and devices out on campus

Sharon:I think we are at the beginning stages of figuring out how to incorporate the many literacies--visual, digital, information, etc.--in college curricula

Eyde Olson:More of our online distance education students are using tablets to view narrated lectures. Consequently, myself and several of my instructional design colleagues are re-recording with Camtasia Studio previously recorded Adobe Presenter lectures tobe able to post URL links and .mp4 files.

Malcolm Brown:@yakut Yes, incorporating the devices into the curriculum does require a fair degree of re invention

Malcolm Brown:that's interesting: pop culture as the harbinger

Malcolm Brown:the power of the long tail

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:If nothing else, from an instructional design perspective, to train faculty to create content and activities that will display as intended on mobile devices.Our faculty support the mobile initiatives (e.g. the ability to have our students access courses on iPads and iPhones) but they never consume these devices themselves and never know if their courses and content are accessible.

Malcolm Brown:Question for Bill, based on Yakut's comment: can faculty effectively adopt mobile devices if they are not themselves true users of the devices?

Treden Wagoner:How do we motivate faculty to integrate mobile technology into teaching and learning?

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:I'm searching for the study that came out in the late 90s (EDUCAUSE? Pew?) that was very clear that the middle of the bell curve of faculty don't adopt change without 1) help and 2) a demonstrable benefit. That's very different from students and popular culture.

Treden Wagoner:Was that University of Hawaii's study?

Malcolm Brown:@judith that is consonant with Roger's notion about what helps and hinders the diffusion of innovations

Malcolm Brown:@judith Everett Rodgers calls your (2) "relative advantage"

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:Google didn't help me find it immediately

:-) I may have to sift through research notes, but I do remember it vividly; it directed our policy decisions quite a bit at the time.

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:Malcolm, you're right, there's been a lot of more general research about diffusion that is applicable

Veronica Diaz:self assessment is often not situated in a community and is also usually automated

Veronica Diaz:right, we often teach how we learned

Veronica Diaz:for better or worse

Malcolm Brown:but then there is the $64K question: just because you can do it digitally doen't mean it is effective. So the key is being able to figure our what really IS effective

Malcolm Brown:and it's a pain to have to put away the device even just for takeoff

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:@Treden: thank you

Malcolm Brown:Treden gets an "A" for the course... ;-)

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:Thanks, Trenden. That's specifically DL and 2005; I know there were studies in the late 90s about tech adoption by faculty in general

Malcolm Brown:but there's a tension between standardization and personalization.Too little standardization is chaos

Malcolm Brown:Language is successful because there is a degree of standardization

Nancy Baumann:Professor John Mitchell (CS Professor) and leader in implementing Educational Technology (especially online courses) said this spring that "We're still in the Wild West."

Malcolm Brown:But also in education.I'd like my physician to have gone through a standard core curriculum

Malcolm Brown:so the question is how far we can go in the direction of personalization

Malcolm Brown:very true

Gerry:As I've been known to say > "The Problem with Learningis Education."

Tsvet:No.Collaboration is crucial

Malcolm Brown:it's the long tail again: there's a lot of intelligence in the collective

Sharon:the content can be standard, but the pedagogy does not need to be--could be memorization, but critical thinking, problem-solving, etc.--the higher order skills--can enrich and extend the applicability of the content.

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:I have faculty interested in allowing more collaborative, creative work, but struggling with how to assess it

Malcolm Brown:@sharon good point

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:this is a great quote!

Judith Tabron, Hofstra Univ.:both for the benefit of the student and for the department/school

Gerry:As I've also been know to say > "There are No Answers; Only Solutions."

Eyde Olson:Another instructional designer and I support all of the university's Arts & Sciences College online distance ed program. As a result, we have developed a "template" that is constantly changing of basic instructions and links. But then we tailor and refine for individual courses.

Malcolm Brown:matrix....

Eyde Olson:We also focus on fulfilling the learning objectives, like Sharon says, with higher order critical thinking activities and assessments.

Gerry:I curate a blog titled _Alt-Ed_ is "devoted to documenting significant initiatives relating to Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs), digital badges, and similar alternative educational projects.."

Malcolm Brown:maybe the answer to the physician question is to measure outcomes and acquired skills

Malcolm Brown:If information is infinitely "look up able" then maybe the lower tier of Bloom's taxonomy is no longer important

Sharon:that may be true!

Malcolm Brown:how important is memorization in the internet age (at least as long as there is power ;-)

Malcolm Brown:Question for Bill: examples of challenge based learning at ACU?

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:@Malcolm: that is very interesting thought on Bloom's lower-level. as long as access to lower-level information is immediate -- we may not want the pilot to have to wait for connection to look up information

Tsvet:Yes. Some examples would be nice.

Veronica Diaz:@Yakut, exactly!!

Malcolm Brown:@gerry that's interesting.A real shift

Malcolm Brown:a great story

Amanda Robertson, NCSU:Discussion today as we move to next version of Moodle and provide a mobile option, do we "allow" students to take a quiz on their smartphone? Who decides? The institution? Facutly? Student?

Winona State University:Dare mighty things

Malcolm Brown:@amandaGood question.If you allow it, how can you verify the "real" student is the one taking the test?

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:@Amanda: Great question?Technology is there, student desire is there but are we prepared as technology professionals or faculty?

Amanda Robertson, NCSU:And what excuses if their "internet" goes down?

Malcolm Brown:Examples from ACU? must be many, given their leadership in the use of mobile devices

Yakut Gazi - Texas A&M Central Texas:Do we have the level of competency, understanding and time/energy to deal with the consequences of students taking tests on mobile devices?

Winona State University:Did you see the live coverage of the Curiosity landing last night? That was hard. Learning how to integrate an iPad into your course is not. We need to start our coversations with Bill's final point.

Robin Ashford:re: redthread movement - how important was twitter and other social media to spreading that movement?

Malcolm Brown:derrida ah yes
